Detta har utan
tvivel varit en betydande framgangs-
faktor och bidragit till att flera viktiga
steg har tagits under projektets tre ar.
Samproduktion av nya forestallningar,
presentation av gastspel och publikens
mojligheter att pa olika satt uppleva
och delta i dansutbudet har 6kat. Var
organisation har utvecklats i takt med
projektets gang och allt fler medar-
betare har engagerats i olika delar av
dansverksamheten.

Parallellt med projektets genomférande
har ett arbete pagatt for att inkludera
dansen i Regionteaterns grunduppdrag
fran dgarna sa att projektverksamheten
kan fortsatta som en del i den ordinarie
verksamheten. Intresset och den goda
viljan fran dgare och finansiarer har
varit stor. Detta i kombination med po-
sitiva konstnarliga och publika resultat
har bidragit till att dgarna nu arbetar
med omformuleringen av Regiontea-
terns uppdrag till en scenkonstinstitu-
tion inkluderande dans och teater.

Malet ar att dstadkomma
en fordjupad kunskap om konstarten
pa medborgarplanet i regionen saval
som internt pa teatern och bland vara
intressenter och agare. Anledningen

till detta satt att arbeta tatt med de
fem delarna syftar dven till att skapa
forutsattningar for att ge den pedago-
giska verksamheten mgjlighet att méta
det professionella danslivet pa nya och
mer genomgripande satt. Det nara
samarbetet mellan produktion, presen-
tation, pedagogik, publik och personal
beddmer vi skapar insikt, riktning och
tillhdrighet.

Samverkansarbetet med
en mangd aktérer genom turnéer och
samproduktion kan sarskilt lyftas fram.
Internt arbetar projektet kontinuerligt
med att inkludera dansen pa lika villkor
som annan verksamhet pa teatern. Ett
hogprioriterat mal ar att mota publik i
hela regionen och att for detta arbete
forlagga aktiviteter dven utanfor de
gangse teaterlokalerna.

Focus on choreography

Regionteatern Blekinge Kronoberg

is striving to be a modern, regional
institution for the performing arts.

As part of this work we are expan-
ding our range of performing arts

to include dance as well as theatre.
Regionteatern’s endeavour to broa-
den its range of performing arts has
coincided with a political ambition to
strengthen professional dance in Ble-
kinge and Kronoberg, which has been
expressed in both of their regional
culture plans. These shared ambi-
tions have given us an opportunity to
implement the Kronoberg Blekinge ut-
vecklar scenkonsten development pro-
ject, which is Swedish for “Kronoberg

Blekinge develops the performing arts".

The aim of the project has been to
establish professional contemporary
dance in our region. The development
project, which has received three years
of funding from the Swedish Arts
Council, began in January 2013 and
concluded in December 2015.

Early on we engaged two project ma-
nagers with extensive knowledge and
personal networks in the field of dance,
both nationally and internationally.
Without a doubt this has been an
important success factor and contri-
buted to several important steps being
taken over the three-year project.
Co-productions of new performances,
presentations of special performan-
ces and opportunities for audiences

to experience and access the range

of dance in different ways have all
increased. Our organisation has develo-
ped over the course of the project and
an increasing number of employees
have been involved in various elements
of the dance operation.

In tandem with the implementation

of the project, efforts have been under-
way to include dance in Regionteatern’s
basic remit from the owners so that
the project work can continue as part
of the regular operation. The owners
and funding partners have expressed
strong interest in this and demonstra-
ted good will. Partly as a result of this,
as well as of the positive artistic and
audience results, the owners are cur-
rently working on a reformulation of
Regionteatern’s remit as an institution
for performing arts so that itincludes
both dance and theatre.

In this document we would like to
present the work we have carried

out over these three years, as well as
talk about our experiences and our
thoughts for the future. We hope that
by sharing our own experience we
can inspire other players who want
to help to give people an opportunity
to experience dance as an art form.

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POINTS OF DEPARTURE

Dance as a concept, social form and
practice has a strong foothold among
most people in society, and by this de-
finition accessibility is usually high. Ho-
wever, accessibility in terms of ongoing
access to dance as a performing art is
often low. We have focused on creating
more opportunities for wide audiences
to access specific artistic expressions
within the genres of choreography and
dance in Blekinge Kronoberg. Audienc-
es with a strong interest in this shall be
offered a wide range of different genres
and expressions rooted in issues con-
sidered important for people living in
our age.

Our point of departure has primarily
been accessibility and communication
with audiences, coupled with an en-
deavour to achieve high artistic quality.
This has guided us in deciding which
initiatives to prioritise. We have worked
with small and large formats alike in
order to identify as many venues as
possible where the art and audiences
can be brought together. Presentations
and activities have been held on our
own stage, at tour venues in the region,
and anywhere the art has taken us.
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GENERAL GOALS

The project management team has
established the following overarching
general goals for its work on develop-
ing dance.

We shall:

e maintain a focus on audiences
and the art.

e produce dance as a performing
artin close collaboration with
choreographers who work
locally, regionally, nationally
and internationally.

e regularly offer a varied range
of activities throughout the region.

e generate knowledge about the art
form locally at the theatre and
among the public.

e stimulate interaction with the public
and participation by the publicin
various ways.

e be agenerator, source of knowledge,
dialogue partner and hub where the
art of dance can be developed at a
high artistic level.

e initiate, drive and co-finance
international collaboration projects.

e share our results and experiences
locally, nationally and internationally.

AUDIENCES - THE EXPERIENCE

The audiences and our desire to give
them an artistic experience are the
very foundation of our work. We work
methodically on scheduling and on
planning activities, and this is where
our work with audiences begins. The
focus is on the audience experience.
Our aim is to challenge and illustrate
the age in which we live through artin
dialogue with the people who access
it. The better we know our audience
and its composition, the more confi-
dent we can be in the choices we make
in order to challenge it. We want to
create a continuous coming together
between audiences and the various
genres and expressions of dance. Our
ambition is to work with local, national
and international artists. In the art of
dance it is common for a piece to be
performed only once per location.
Production runs for the art of dance are
short in relation to other performing
arts. We are striving to extend these
production runs. In our work to esta-
blish something unknown, our point
of departure has been that we should
offer better opportunities to consume
what is produced. Accessibility is key
in turning the unknown and unfamiliar
into the known and familiar. We have
several strategies for doing this. One is
to work on identifying opportunities to
bring the art to where the audience is.
Another is increased collaboration with
various players. A third is the repeated
opportunity to follow the artistry.

By locating activities in venues other
than conventional theatres, we can
reach new audience groups for the
art form and expand our network of

contacts. Work on dance as a street art
among young people is one example
of how we are developing the way in
which dance and audiences are brought
together. The big stages and audiences
can be found in larger places, which

is why we also organise major special
performances there.

In our communication and marketing
we work methodically to create visually
and textually clear pathways. In col-
laboration with the theatre's graphic
design agency, we are producing new
printed material to go hand in hand
with the theatre’s general profile. We
present dance as a natural, recurring
part of the programme and give dance
and theatrical productions equal billing.
The theatre’s established network of
organisers enables us to reach a wide
audience of children and young people.
We organise public talks and introduc-
tions for all audience groups.

PRODUCTION - THE CREATION

The co-produced dance productions
shall be part of the theatre’s regular
production operation. We have esta-
blished a model where invited chore-
ographers locate their final weeks of
the production run at Regionteatern
Blekinge Kronoberg. We offer the
opportunity to hold a premiere, but
depending on the project the premiere
may also be staged elsewhere. As with
the theatrical productions, all of the
theatre’s departments are involved in
the preliminary work, from collation
and framework meeting to premiere
and special performance/tour. The
co-production model supports the
choreographer/group with financial,
human and material resources as well

as rehearsal and stage time and makes
a production run available. The theatre
does not assume the responsibilities
of an employer. Co-production funding
is included in the form of a one-off
sum to cover production and deve-
lopment costs. The co-productions
during the project period have been
Res dig! in collaboration with Dans i
Sydost, Miss U in collaboration with
Shake It Collaborations/Tove Sahlin and
Dag Andersson, Goldberg Variations/
Ternary Patterns for Insomnia in col-
laboration with Andersson Dance and
Scottish Ensemble and The Knowledge
in collaboration with Gunilla Heilborn.

The premiere for Language Fools, a
collaboration with Bjorn Safsten, is
scheduled at the theatre for autumn
2016 and Cristina Caprioli's personal
version of the musical A Chorus Line,
which has the working title A Line Up,
will also get underway in autumn 2016,
but the premiere is not scheduled until
spring 2017. In addition to these future
plans, there is also an ongoing dialogue
about becoming a partner in Dancenet
Sweden's co-production project, as well
as talks on yet another co-production
project with the Rum fér Dans i Halland
dance institution and Skanes Dans-
teater and Byteatern Kalmar Lans-
teater theatres.

PRESENTATION - BRINGING THE ART
AND THE AUDIENCE TOGETHER

Touring productions, adults
2013-2016

In addition to the production runs
arranged by our co-produced dance
performances, four to six productions
of special performances are held every
season. The special performances are
organised in collaboration with Dance-
net Sweden and directly with the dance
producers, which may be independent
artists or institutions. Our ambition

is to take new steps in developing the
touring production in the region. As
with the tours of the theatrical produc-
tions arranged by the theatre every
year, we are working to take dance from
Vaxjo out to more venues. Every spring
and autumn we lay the foundation with
one longer tour aimed at children and
young people, and we then fill in with
our own productions and supplement
with national and international special
performances as well as collaboration
projects in other venues.

Touring productions for children

and young people

As part of the presentation element,

a touring production aimed at child-
ren and young people in different age
groups is presented every year. The
tours are produced in the same way as
non-touring productions. This means
the theatre sets the same technical con-
ditions on the same terms as for non-
touring productions. There should not
be any difference if an organiser books
a dance performance or theatrical per-
formance from the theatre’s offering.
The logistics, price and information
service should be the same.

In 2014, a tour of Res dig! was produced
in collaboration with Dans i Sydost and
we toured | skuggans land in collabora-
tion with Memory Wax. In 2015, the
theatre invited choreographer Cristina
Caprioli and the production TRAD,
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Miss U

as well as a few shorter special perfor-
mances of the production Hold by Erik
Linghede. For 2016 the theatre has invi-
ted choreographer Christina Tingskog
and the production Tanja tid och kroka
rum, and Jefta van Dinther will be
coming with This is Concrete, which

is being offered to upper secondary
school students.

EDUCATION - THE LEARNING

Through longer-term initiatives directed
at children and young people, we want
to build on young audiences’ first
contact with the art of dance through a
broad offering. The dance educationa-
list at Regionteatern Blekinge Krono-
berg is leading this work. The educa-
tional operation at the theatre is firmly
established. Together with the project
manager for dance we are seeking to
develop new forms for bringing the pro-
fessional dancers and choreographers
who come to the theatre into contact
with students and artists studying in
the city. Our aim is to plan activities
with students on the dance program-
mes in the region and ensure that

workshops, masterclasses and visits
to performances can take place.

A dance study circle called Dans som
scenkonst, Swedish for “Dance as a
performing art”, was set up in autumn
2015 for the general public and theatre
personnel. The circle will also be held in
spring 2016.

PERSONNEL - THE PEOPLE
MAKING IT HAPPEN

By communicating openly and being
receptive to each other’s learning, we
are forming a creative organisation.
This permeates communication about
everything we do. Co-productions
enable us to create tighter links bet-
ween the theatre personnel and dance
artists or dance institutions that are
based elsewhere. Work on the theatre’s
various departments is ongoing.



The future

Thanks to major collaboration projects
with existing cultural and dance insti-
tutions, we are making effective use of
public funds allocated to culture.

e Discussions are underway regarding
a future collaboration with Musica
Vitae and Musik i Syd, which involves a
collaboration with a choreographer for
a potential project.

e Talks are also in progress regarding
a collaboration between Regionteatern
Blekinge Kronoberg, Skanes Dans-
teater, Byteatern and Rum fér Dans

i Halland regarding a co-production
that will tour in the four regions of
Skane, Halland, Blekinge Kronoberg
and Kalmar.

e Discussions are underway with Dans
i Blekinge and the locally active chore-
ographers in KLO Productions about
various collaboration opportunities for
production, presentation, education
and audiences alike.

e Asof 2016, Regionteatern Blekinge
Kronoberg is a partner in Dancenet
Sweden'’s national co-production
network.

e \We want to be able to offer bigger
special performances at our biggest
stages in the Vaxj6 and Karlskrona-

region every year. They could be by

one of our national dance institutions
or a major international guest artist.
With this in mind we are striving to
work with dance organisers the length
and breadth of the Nordic region

in order to benefit from the effects

of collaboration. One to two special
performances a year are planned in
the region as of autumn 2016.

e Within the framework of the EU’s
Wilderness project, Regionteatern
plans to provide production opportuni-
ties to choreographers working in the
Nordic region, the Baltic States, Europe
and Australia. Regionteatern Blekinge
Kronoberg is the main Swedish part-
ner. Other Swedish partners include
Norrdans in Harndsand, Norrlands-
Operan in Ume3, the Vitlycke Centre
for Performing Arts in Bohus County,
MARC in Simrishamn and In-Discourse
in Malmé. The idea here is that we will
be able to offer a context similar to an
artists’ studio and projects at the local
and regional levels. We are also aiming
to be able to give artists who are locally
active in Blekinge and Kronoberg an
opportunity to work in different envi-
ronments, countries and contexts and
offer them important international con-
tacts. A major international congress

is planned within the framework of the
project for autumn 2017.

THE OWNERS OF Regionteatern
Blekinge Kronoberg-Region Kro-
noberg, Region Blekinge and the
Municipality of Vaxjé-have from
2016 raised the theater’s operating
resources by 2.3 million SEK, in or-
der for dance to become a part of
the Theater’s regular activities and
thereby have the opportunity to
establish itself and be strengthe-
ned as a professional art form.

Professional dance has traditio-
nally only appeared on the major
stages in Sweden'’s big cities. We
are delighted to now be able to
offer this art form in our region.
This is the result of a successful
development project, which we
are now electing to administer
and make permanent.

Regionteatern Blekinge Kronoberg
has been running the Kronoberg
Blekinge utvecklar scenkonsten
project, Swedish for “Kronoberg
Blekinge develops the performing
arts”, for three years. The project
has been successful and helped to
give citizens in the region a better
opportunity to experience profes-
sional dance, and the investment
has helped Regionteatern Blekinge
Kronoberg reach a new audience.
Region Kronoberg, in co operation
with with the other owners, is now
choosing to take this development
further by making professional
dance as an art form accessible

to citizens in the region, says

Ragnar Lindberg, President, of the
Culture Board, Region Kronoberg.

SUMMARY

The investment in choreographic
expression and dance as a perfor-
ming art at Regionteatern Blekinge
Kronoberg has resulted in a public
programme, a co-production model,
educational and performance-related
activities and active internal work at
the theatre. The five elements of
production, audiences, presentation,
education and the internal work with
personnel come together on many
levels. The goal is to create in-depth
knowledge about the art form amongst
the publicin the region, as well as
internally at the theatre and among our
stakeholders and owners. By working
closely with the five elements in this
way, we also hope to lay the foundation
for giving the educational operation

an opportunity to come together

with the professional dance scene

in a new, more comprehensive way.

In our opinion, the close collaboration
between production, presentation,
education, audiences and personnel
creates insight, direction and a sense
of belonging.

The production operation creates
opportunities for longer production
runs where audiences can experience
the works and take partin open rehear-
sals and artist discussions and other
in-depth activities that relate to the
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artistic process and the work of
the dance artists.

The theatre's dance operation shall
produce one or two new works every
season and tour between six and nine
productions a season, for a total of
80-90 performances a year. Sixty

per cent of the performances given
shall reach children and young pe-
ople. Education and performance-
related work is carried out through
international special performances of
varying size. The theatre is developing
its network in Sweden’s dance pro-
fession through collaborations with
other dance institutions, both regional
and national. International collabo-
rations are represented within the
framework of a four-year EU project.
Special emphasis can be given to the
collaborative work with a host of play-
ers through tours and co-production.
Internally the project is continually
striving to include dance on equal terms
as other operations at the theatre. One
high-priority goal is to meet audiences
throughout the region and, with this in
mind, to hold activities outside of the
regular theatre venues.

Dans i Sydost

The operation’s main tasks are to pro-

The operation is
run by Region Blekinge, the Regional
Council in Kalmar County and Region
Kronoberg. Dans i Sydost is a main part-
ner in Dancenet Sweden.

Dancenet Sweden

Regionteatern Blekinge Kronoberg has
been a co-partner of Dans i Sydost in
the Dancenet Sweden network. As of
2016, Regionteatern is a full partner of
Dancenet Sweden, which is a national
network driven by the desire to show
the important art of dance; for eve-
ryone, to everyone and everywhere.
Dancenet Sweden has no national
remit; instead it is an independent net-
work in which theatres, municipalities,
regions and counties work together on
a common mission to facilitate tours for
the performing arts by up-and-coming
and renowned national and interna-
tional choreographers and companies.
Regionteatern is continually working in
collaboration with Dancenet Sweden to
identify opportunities to maximise our
resources and increase distribution and
accessibility for the theatre’s produc
tions and the projects initiated.

Loco World

Loco World is a consultancy, project ma-
nager and agency for players in the field
of dance and other performing arts and
is based in Stockholm, Sweden. Loco
World actively works with projects that
strive in various ways to develop the art
of dance and expand audiences for the
art form both nationally and internatio-
nally. It develops and manages projects

which aim to create better conditions
for independent performing arts to be
able to work under professional terms,
as well as projects which aim to raise
awareness of international collabo-
rations and exchanges among Nordic
producers of the performing arts.

Nordberg Movement

Nordberg Movement is a portal for
contact with and a structure for the
development of projects together with
a select group of choreographers and
choreographic projects in Sweden.

The organisation strives to strengthen
the position of dance as an art form

in relation to public space, audience
encounters and production methods.

It develops and manages domestic and
international co-production projects,
tours and educational activities.
Regionteatern Blekinge Kronoberg
Regionteatern Blekinge Kronoberg is
owned by Kronoberg County Council (49
per cent), Blekinge County Council (29
per cent) and Vaxjo Municipality (22 per
cent). The company shall lead theatre

operations within the counties of Krono-

berg and Blekinge. The company aims

to produce theatre and be an active part

of the social life, particularly the cultural
scene, in both counties. The theatre
shall tour and give public performances
on the Ringsbergsscenerna stages.
Special emphasis shall be given to thea-
tre for children and young people. The
company shall support and stimulate
the development of amateur theatricals
in various ways in both counties. It shall
also strive to increase interest in the
theatre within new audience groups.
The company'’s operation shall be
characterised by artistic and intellectual
freedom, be independent of political
and ideological groups and safeguard
democracy.
